Reminder: BeforeSchool and AftetSchool Expectations

Parentsare reminded that studentsfromall yearlevels who are at school before 8:10am are requiredto
be sittinginthe undercoverareabetweenthe Deck and the Tuckshop. There is no play before 8:10am,
when formal supervision commences. At the 8:10am bell, two staff members come outto supervise —
one supervises Yrs P-2sin the undercover, deck and shade sail areas and the othersupervises the Yrs 3-6
studentsin the multi-court and oval areas. All students are to be in only those designated areas before
school, evenif parents are with them. Parents are always welcome at St Rita’s, but we ask that if you
wish to wait with your children before school, you wait withthem in those designated areas, please. It
becomes confusing for students when some children are visiblein otherareas andit’s also quite
common for othersto join those who are with their parentsin those otherareas.

Parentsare also reminded that, for safety reasons, students and siblings are not permitted to play on
the playground equipmentin eitherthe Prep or Yr 1&2 Adventure Playgrounds orto climb any of the

treesand wallsinthe surrounds before orafter school. We have noticed an increasing number of
children climbing trees and playinginthe Prep playground area afterschool.

We askthat parents please support these requests, which are made in the interests of student welfare
and safety and our duty of care.

As time slots
are booked forteachers, those time slotsare nolongerdisplayed as available. PTO prevents
double-booking of teachers or parents/guardians.

When you have made all the bookings you require, you can download or email a reportof your
bookingsintime orderfor printing. You can login and change bookingsny time up until the
day before the booking.

Other parents may be making bookings atthe same time that you are usingthe system. Itis
possible, though unlikely, thatatime slotis displayed toyou as available, butis then booked by



another parentshortly afterwards. If you then attempt to book this time slot it will not be
available and amessage will be displayed to indicate this.
